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Congress 2016.  (Opened at 10.25)
1. Liesbeth Jansen, Vice-President acting as Chair, opened Congress by welcoming the member federations present. Hilary Walker as General Secretary confirmed that 33 countries were present.  The IAU has 83 members with 80 members currently able to vote. 40 Federations need to be present for a quorate Congress and HW explained that Article 15.5 of the constitution needed to be invoked.
2. Therefore, the Chair closed the meeting and opened the second  meeting as per Article 15.5 with a special welcome to Hong Kong and Nigeria who had come to the Congress expressly as they did not have athletes in the 100K World Championships.

3. Dirk Strumane, IAU President had sent his apologies and a statement from the IAU Executive Council had been circulated to Member Federations and was tabled at the meeting.
4. Hilary Walker reminded the meeting that the draft minutes (Congress 16-1) from the previous Congress in 2012 had been on the website since December 2014 and no comments had been received. The minutes were therefore accepted by the meeting as the final version.

5. The EC had prepared a full report (Congress 16-2) on the IAU activities for the two years since the last Congress in Doha in 2014. This had been circulated with the papers for the Congress and Hilary Walker presented the highlights to the meeting on behalf of the Executive Council. (Available on the website) 

6. In the subsequent general discussion with member federations, RSA, SWE, AUS, USA and GER voiced concerns about the IAU becoming sidetracked by trail running and also dealing only with ITRA and not all possible interest groups (e.g. Skyrunning and commercial sponsors) However it was agreed that IAU should ensure that trail running should form a component of the core business of ultra-distance running as a whole especially as it is now incorporated into IAAF activities

7. Nigeria joined the meeting at this point to make 34 members.  There were no further questions and the report was approved.
8. Liesbeth Jansen as IAU Treasurer presented the financial statement (Congress 16-3) for the IAU for the last two years.  Key problem has been to encourage member federations to pay their membership fees. Currently the biggest contribution to IAU income is the IAAF grant.  There were no questions and the financial report was approved.
9. HW moved to the appointment of the scrutineers necessary for any votes for resolutions and for the elections.  The Executive Committee proposed James Evans, IAU Area Representative for Africa (not standing for re-election) and Pierre Weiss (FRA).  The meeting approved the proposal.
10.  There were no resolutions from member federations.  However, there were two from the Executive Council (Congress 16-4).  The second one was for noting only.  It reflected the change of address of the IAAF headquarters in Monaco at which the IAU was based.
11. However, the first amendment would require a change in the IAU Constitution and HW explained that this would invoke Article 16-1-3 and 16.8 where the resolutions of the Extraordinary Congress are taken by “special majority” - a two-third of the votes of those members present voting at a Congress, such two- thirds to represent at least half of the total voting power of all IAU Members.   Currently half the voting power of all IAU members would be 40 and only 34 members were present at Congress 16.  So this amendment could not proceed.
12. HW asked the meeting whether, in principle the IAU Federations would support the proposal to allow one IAU member for each IAAF federation in the countries which currently have more than one IAAF member federation due to historical reasons.  France, Hong Kong and Japan spoke in favour and indicated the number of territories where this happens.  This was put to the vote and carried unanimously with no abstentions. 
13. James Evans took over the chair of the meeting for the IAU Elections for the Executive Council and Area Representatives for 2016-2020. He explained the procedure.  For positions with only 1 candidate, these would be approved automatically as an unopposed position.
14. Presidential vote.  Dirk Strumane (BEL), as the sole candidate was declared elected as President for 2016-2020.

15. For the other positions where there was more than one candidate, - Vice President, Members and European Representatives, all the candidates were give two minutes to present their candidature.  Order of presentations were decided by ballot.

16. For Vice President, there were 3 candidates, the fourth, Robert Boyce indicated that he was now only standing for Director.   From the 34 votes cast on the first round, Nadeem Khan (CAN), reached an absolute majority and was declared elected as Vice President for 2016-2020.

17. General Secretary vote.   Hilary Walker (GBR), as sole candidate was declared elected as General Secretary for 2016-2020.

18. For the Executive Council members, there were now seven candidates standing.  From the 33 votes cast, 2 were void. 4 candidates reached the required absolute majority so Robert Boyce (AUS), Liesbeth Jansen (NED), Paco Rico (ESP) and Jan Vandendriesshe (BEL) were declared elected as Council members for 2016- 2020.
19. The candidates for three areas were unopposed so were declared elected for 2016 -2020:
a. Solomon Ogba (NGR) for Africa

b. Lin Gentling (USA) for America

c. Gilsoo Park (KOR) for Asia and Oceania.

20. There were two candidates remaining for the European Area Representative and the ballots cast were 21 with Walter Hill (GBR) reaching the required absolute majority on the first vote and therefore declared elected for 2016-2020.

21.  Liesbeth Jansen then thanked the two IAU EC members who were standing down at this election.  BJ Park and James Evans have made considerable contributions to IAU work over the last few years and the Chair presented them with a certificate celebrating the gratitude of the IAU for their work. 
22. There being no further matters, the IAU Congress 2016 was then closed at 12.26
